The secretary read Zoning Officer John Watts’ report.   Permit for addition to Clive Goldin’s property at Endless Mt. Resort was denied as being non-conforming.and would require a conditional use permit.  Nancy Harvatine stated that she had spoken to Mr. Goldin and he will seek approval from the Endless Mt. Resort’s homeowner’s association before applying for a conditional use permit.  AT&T permit for a pad for a generator was approved.
We have not received the new maps for the Vauter easement.

A letter dated December 8, 2022 was read from Travis M. Eckersley and Kimberly Kost Scanlon asking for a continuance of the hearing for Durante Real Estate Holdings from December 19, 2022 to a date in the new year.  The three supervisors held the hearing on December 19, 2022 and voted to continue the hearing to January 16, 2023 at 6:00 p.m.  The NEIC hearing will be held January 19 at 9:30 am at the District Magistrate’s office.

Quotes for a heat pump system were received from Jim Miller’s Plumbing & Heating Co. for $7350.00 and from Apricity Mechanical for $7600 and $6750 for similar systems. Bernard J. Zembrzycki made a motion seconded by Brian Zembrzycki to accept the quote from Miller’s Plumbing as Miller installed the existing plumbing.  Motion carried on unanimous vote.  System will be paid from American Rescue monies.

Crum Tree Service sent separate quotes for tree removal on various roads.  Brian Zembrzycki stated that they are working on Creek Road now and will go on to Pleasant Way.

Insurance quotes received were: DGK Insurance $13,962 and McGovern Insurance $16,111 and the quote from DGK Insurance was accepted in December.

Bids for stone and anti-skid and equipment will be advertised for February meeting.

A letter was read from Susquehanna Co. Commissioners asking the township to pass a resolution for the county to leave the Endless Mt. Visitors Bureau and for a Susquehanna County based agency.  Brian Zembrzycki asked if the county had made any progress on a solar farm ordinance. Nancy Harvatine replied that nothing had been presented to the county planning commission.  The supervisors agreed to table the resolution until we get more information on solar farms ordinance.
Justin Ford sent a 2023 sewage fee schedule.  The supervisors agreed to keep the 2022 fee schedule for now.

Joseph J. Svecz, tax collector, sent his report for December.

Brian Zembrzycki made a motion seconded by Bernard J. Zembrzycki to purchase a used dump box for truck 7 from Chadds Ford Farm & Estate for $9500 from Act 13 funds.  Motion carried on unanimous vote.
