Bernard J. Zembrzycki made a motion seconded by Jacob Reeder to amend the 2024 budget to reflect the receipt of Act 13 monies in the amount of $93,187.22. Motion carried on unanimous vote.
Mike Duddy, LaBella PC, submitted a sewage planning module for Elk Herrick Properties Subdivision for their property on Tirzah Road.  Planning commission will review at September meeting.

Bernard J. Zembrzycki made a motion seconded by Jacob Reeder to adopt the Susquehanna County and Municipal Emergency Operations Plan.  Motion carried on unanimous vote.

An audit of 2023 Liquid Fuels funds was held this morning. There were no findings.

Bernard J. Zembrzycki made a motion seconded by Jacob Reeder to purchase a 300 gallon trailer frame sprayer from Chicken Ranger Coop for $10,977.00 Motion was carried on unanimous vote.

Nancy Harvatine made a motion seconded by Jacob Reeder to appoint Bernard J. Zembrzycki to the planning commission.  Vote: Nancy Harvatine, aye; Jacob Reeder, aye; Bernard J. Zembrzycki, abstain.  Motion carried.

Bernard J. Zembrzycki made a motion seconded by Jacob Reeder to send Area Agency on Aging a donation of $100.00.  Motion carried on unanimous vote.

Bernard J. Zembrzycki made a donation seconded by Jacob Reeder to send Barnes-Kasson County Hospital EMS a donation of $200.00.  Motion carried on unanimous vote.

The secretary announced that the Pa. Game Commission will increase their payment in lieu of taxes from $2.40 to $3.00.
The supervisors will apply for a Marcellus grant for power to the park.

September’s meeting will be held Tuesday, September 3 due to Labor Day holiday.
